Lee Stanley, Mark Tooby and Josh Davies formed 3 Geckos in 2015, coming together with a passion to
enrich children’s lives with educational musical experiences.

Echo the Gecko made his first appearance helping to bring orchestral music to life as part of the WASO
children’s concerts in 2003. A few years later Mark, who performed Double Bass in the original shows
collaborated with Lee to write a new show and soon after Josh (trombone) joined the team bringing his
expertise as an arranger and composer.

The three friends share a common goal of producing high quality productions that captivate and enrich
children’s lives, demystifying and making orchestral music fun and accessible to every child from any
background.

Lee is a professional artist, working as an animateur, children’s
presenter and previously a freelance percussionist in London.
After graduating from the Royal Academy of Music, Lee’s
passion for music education began to develop and in 1992 he
started work as a percussion teacher for Bedfordshire Music
leading to his appointment as head of Percussion, Singing,
World Music and Guitar. Follow from this he was promoted to
a position as Project and Community Development Manager.

Lee has taught percussion and general music in many settings
including head of music at a middle school in the UK. He
has run countless workshops in every setting from African
Drumming to singing and Samba.

As an animateur and children’s presenter, Lee is passionate
about championing and demystifying the orchestra and
orchestral music for young people and has worked for a variety of music organisations and orchestras
in this role both in the UK and Australia.

Lee has worked as a mentor on the Certificate of Teaching (Associated Board of Royal Schools of
Music) course and has run many teacher training sessions for artis education, specialising in creative
workshop techniques. This has included visits to Dubai and Korea to deliver teacher training.

Throughout all his work in education, Lee has remained an active and versatile musician playing with
orchestras, bands, theatre, samba bands and rock bands.

Lee has lived in Perth Western Australia for the last 9 years where he teaches percussion for the
Instrumental Music Schools Service, delivers broadening units at the University of Western Australia
and develops and presents children’s concerts for the West Australian Symphony Orchestra.

Lee created Echo the Gecko and his stories of adventure with the 3 Geckos to bring the orchestra to life
for children and presents the shows in an exciting and animated way.

SAMPLE LESSON PLAN

Introduction to the orchestra

Learning Focus: Introducing students to
instruments and families of the orchestra

INTRODUCTION:

e Ask students ‘what makes a family’ considering the commonalities that tie a family together
e.g. similar looks, connection to one another

e Tell students that this is similar in an orchestra.
Instruments also belong to families, they are grouped based on the similarities they share.

e Introduce learning intention: Learning about the instruments and families of the orchestra.

LESSON CONTENT:

Split students into groups to explore the instrument families providing students with the family
video and section information sheet (Appendix 2).

CONSOLIDATION:

Once students are familiar with each family, explain that these groups of instruments
collaborate to play in the orchestra in the same way the students will play with their friends.

Assign a colour to each orchestra family and hand out corresponding coloured card or scarfs to
your students.

Play excerpts of Young Person’s Guide to the Orchestra asking students to raise their cards when
they hear the family of instruments they have been assigned.

The following listening guide can be used as reference for this activity:

0.00-0.20: Full Orchestra (all students cards shown)
0.24-0.42: Woodwinds

0.49-1.04: Brass

1.08-1.25:  Strings

1.27-1.40: Percussion

1.44-2.02: Full Orchestra (all students cards shown)
