WASO CONCERT PERFORMANCES SUSPENDED UNTIL END OF APRIL

The health, safety and wellbeing of our patrons and employees is always our priority.

We continue to actively monitor and manage WASQ'’s response to the Coronavirus outbreak,
engaging with relevant health authorities and making decisions guided by their advice. In light of the
Australian Government’s recommendation on Friday that all organised, non-essential gatherings of
500 people or more should not proceed, and to play our role in limiting the opportunity for
Coronavirus to spread in the community, we have decided that all upcoming WASO performances at
Perth Concert Hall will be suspended until the end of April 2020.
